ALL TIES (only exception is Cash Option Handi-

cap) will be shot off using Doubles rules at stations 

3, 4, 5 miss and out by station. SHOOTER MUST 

furnish shells. If necessary, shootoffs will be 

conducted under lights using orange targets. 

Concurrent events and optional purses will shoot off 

concurrently with main events, when possible. 
 

ALL REFEREES will be NSSA licensed or experi-

enced. Their decisions ARE FINAL.  Participants 

will not be allowed in the trap houses except by 

permission of the referee and are expected to load 

the Low House before their squad leaves the field. 
 

RELOADED SHELLS will be permitted, subject to 

inspection.  Shells will NOT be available.   

However, the Club Pro Shop may be able to provide 

a limited quantity.
